Mr. Jackson called the meeting to order at 6:38 p.m. Five (5) of the seven (7)
Committee members were present, constituting a quorum,

Minutes from the September 25, 2008 meeting were approved by a vote of 5-0.

Mr. Jackson gave a short presentation on the number of animals in and out of
the animal shelter. This presentation showed that the number of live releases is
above the national average. Mayor Carey asked how long the average stay was
per animal. M. Jackson answered the average stay per animal is approximately
twelve (12) days.

M. Jackson then briefly went over several programs and projects that the City
of Lewisville Animal Services department is participating in.

The first program is the membership in the SPCA Transfer Partnership. This
partnership will help to increase the shelter’s live release rate.

The second program is the Rescue Waggin program. This program will help to
increase the live release rate of dogs from the shelter by being able to transfer
animals to areas with a shortage of dogs available for adoption. The Animal
Services department will vaccinate the dogs but would be reimbursed for the
costs. The City of Lewisville Animal Services department will be the first in the
state of Texas to become a partner in the Rescue Waggin program.
