Requested by Van Tuyl Group on Behalf of the Property Owner (Case No.
PZ20100407).

BACKGROUND

There are seven tracts listed as part of the zone change request. All of the tracts are located on the
west side of Holfords Prairie Road, south of Midway Road. The properties are currently zoned
Agricultural Open Space (AQO). Other properties in this area are zoned Light Industrial (LI) and
Agricultural Open Space (AO). There are existing buildings on some of the tracts. Staff did
receive one letter of opposition from a neighbor living on Raintree Lane. The Planning and Zoning
Commission voted 6-0 in favor of the zone change request at their April 6, 2010, meeting.

ANALYSIS

The proposed zoning classification Light Industrial (L1) is in keeping with the recommendations of
the East Lewisville Plan and existing zoning in the surrounding area. The applicant would like to
re-zone in order to expand the existing auto auction facility that they plan to buy. This property is
contiguous with the other tracts that the VVan Tuyl Group has bought. A site plan and plat are being
drawn up to combine these tracts and the other existing lots into one large lot.

RECOMMENDATION

It is City staff’s recommendation that the City Council approve the proposed ordinance amending
the Lewisville City Code, Chapter 17, the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance, as set forth in the
caption above.

The public hearing zoning cases was the next item on the agenda. There were two items for consideration.
The second item for consideration was:

B. Consideration of a zone change request from Agricultural Open Space (AO) to Light Industrial
(LT1) on several tracts totaling 4.63 acres, located on the west side of Holford’s Prairie Rd, south
of Midway Rd; further identified as Tracts 30, 34, 35, 40, 41, 42 of the S. Hayden Survey
Abstract 537 and Lot 1, Block A of Lee Estate. The request is being made by the Van Tuyl
Group with permission from the property owner.

Staff gave a brief presentation indicating the location of the tracts and that the requested zoning
classification is consistent with the recommendations of the East Lewisville Plan and existing zoning in the
surrounding area. Staff also indicated that the intent of the applicant is to re-zone this property in order to
expand the auto auction facility the Van Tuyl Group plans to re-open. Staff also presented the Commission
Members with an e-mail letter received from a resident adjacent to the property requesting the zone change
not be approved due to a perceived increase in danger to neighborhood children. At 6:41pm Karen
Boenker left the room. James Davis asked if the main access is one-way. Staff replied that although a
formal submittal has not been made, preliminary drawings show an alternate access off of Barfknecht
Lane. Joy Townsend asked if emergency services (fire, paramedic, etc.) have been contacted about
required access. Staff replied there is a new fire station nearby. Karen Boenker returned at 6:45pm. Bill
Price asked when a preliminary plat is to be expected. Staff replied that the applicant’s engineer was
present and could answer that. Rodney Russell commented regarding escrow funds required for upgrading
the roads surrounding the property, saying that the expectation should not be that when this development
happens, the road is upgraded at that same time. He also verified that the letter received was the only
response received from residents in the area. The public hearing was then opened. Von Beougher of G&A
Consultants spoke to the item indicating that the zone change request is for an expansion of an existing use
in the area. Beougher also showed an overview of the zoning classifications in the area, confirming that the
majority of the area is currently zoned Light Industrial (LI). Pat Lee then spoke in support of the item
adding that it is consistent with the Master Plan. Susan Meyers, a resident of Holfords Prairie Road, also
spoke in support of the item. With no one else present to speak to the item, Karen Boenker made a motion
to close the public hearing, seconded by James Davis and passed unanimously (6-0). Bill Price then made a
motion to recommend approval, seconded by Alvin Turner. The motion passed unanimously (6-0).

A side yard of not less than ten (10) feet
in width shall be provided on the side of a lot adjoining a residential district. The
required side yard shall be waived when a screening device is installed in
accordance with the City's General Development Ordinance. The building itself
can serve as a portion of the screening device when that portion of the building
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exterior is constructed of the same materials as the screening device. No parking,
storage or similar use shall be allowed in any required side yard or in any side
street yard adjoining a residential district.

C. Rear Yard: No rear yard is required, except that a rear yard of not less than
twenty-five (25) feet in depth shall be provided upon that portion of a lot abutting or
across a rear street from a residential district, except that such yard requirement
shall not apply where the property in the residential district also backs up to the rear
street. The required rear yard shall be waived when a screening device is installed
in accordance with the City's General Development Ordinance. The building itself
can serve as a portion of the screening device when that portion of the building
exterior is constructed of the same materials as the screening device.

Use Regulations:

Professional and administrative offices where only services are provided, no chattels or
goods are offered for sale, and no outside storage is provided on the premises. This
includes but is not limited to doctors, dentists, attorneys, architects, engineers, insurance,
real estate, banks and similar offices.

Business or commercial schools and institutions of education.

Clinics, medical and dental.

Veterinarian or animal clinic, provided the use is operated within an enclosed structure and
is not on a lot abutting a Single Family zoned lot.

Day nurseries.

The incidental retail sale of food, beverages and other convenience items or services is
permitted to the occupants, employees and guests, as long as these items are not
advertised nor offered for sale to the general public.

Church worship facilities.

Buildings and uses owned or operated by public governmental agencies.

Temporary buildings for uses incidental to construction work on the premises, which
buildings shall be removed upon the completion or abandonment of construction work.
Accessory buildings and uses customarily incidental to any of the above uses, provided that
such not be objectional because of odor, smoke, dust noise, vibration or similar nuisance.

Building & Coverage Requlations:

Building Regulations: The minimum floor area in "OD" Office District shall be one
thousand (1000) square feet.

Coverage Regulations: In no case shall any building or building complex cover more than
thirty-five percent (35%) of the site area.

Height Requlations: The maximum height for buildings shall be fifty (50) feet. In no event,

however, shall the portion of a building located within one hundred fifty (150) feet of any property zoned for
residential purposes exceed the height allowed in that residential zoning district.

a. Front Yard:
1. There shall be a minimum front yard having a depth of not less than forty

(40) feet adjacent to any street with a right-of-way of one hundred (100)
feet or more.

My property line is connected with the
land for zone change. I strongly oppose the request for this change as my husband and I have small
children as do all of our neighbors. In total there are 14 children under the age of thirteen that all play
on my yard. A business of any sort would make it unsafe for them to continue to play outside, as we
have already learned. Other businesses on our roads have created traffic which makes it hard for the
kids to ride their bicycles not to forget about the cars that belong to the homeowners who no longer can
get to the highway safely because the large trucks pay po attention to the only stop signs that lead in and
out of our community. Our kids will no Tonger be safe playing in the only yard that doesn’t have a main
road leading to it. Strangers who are there just to get the job done and do not care about anything but
the money make for a dangerous situation. With 14 children just in my count alone it would be next to
impossible to make sure they all stay safe. _

On another base we have a small firestation on Midway Road which connects to Holfords Prarie,
putting a business there would create traffic that would make it hard for them to get to to residential
areas on Holfords Prarie, as there is nowhere for the trucks to move over should the need arise, and the
need will arise. Nearly every week the firehouse, the ambulance, or the police is called to that area for
some sort of emergency. Should that road be compromised the help needed will have trouble getting
there. :

My family alone has to call for an ambulance every other month as our mother is critically ill. The
Ambulance has saved her life on 3 occasions in just the last year.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF LEWISVILLE, TEXAS, THAT AMENDS THE ZONING
ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEWISVILLE, TEXAS,
GRANTING ZONING CHANGES ON THE 4.63 ACRES
LOCATED OVER SEVERAL TRACTS OF LAND FULLY
AND COMPLETELY DESCRIBED IN THE ATTACHED
EXHIBIT "A", ORDERING A CHANGE IN THE USE OF
SAID PROPERTY FROM AGRICULTURAL OPEN SPACE
(AO) DISTRICT ZONING TO LIGHT INDUSTRIAL (LI)
DISTRICT  ZONING; CORRECTING THE OFFICIAL
ZONING MAP; PRESERVING ALL OTHER PORTIONS OF
THE ZONING ORDINANCE; PROVIDING A CLAUSE
RELATING TO SEVERABILITY; DETERMINING THAT
THE PUBLIC INTERESTS AND GENERAL WELFARE
DEMAND A ZONING CHANGE AND AMENDMENT
THEREIN MADE; PROVIDING A PENALTY; AND
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, applications were made to amend the Official Zoning Map, City of
Lewisville, Texas, by making applications for same with the Planning and Zoning Commission of
the City of Lewisville, Texas, as required by State statutes and the Zoning Ordinances of the City
of Lewisville, Texas, said Planning and Zoning Commission has made the recommendation that
the change of the zoning classification as requested on the property described in the attached
Exhibit "A" be approved, and all the legal requirements, conditions and prerequisites having been
complied with, the case having come before the City Council of the City of Lewisville, Texas, after
all legal notices, requirements, conditions and prerequisites having been complied with; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Lewisville, Texas, at a public hearing called
by the City Council of the City of Lewisville, Texas, did consider the following factors in making a

determination as to whether this requested change should be granted or denied; effect on the
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congestion of the streets, the fire hazards, panics and other dangers possibly present in the securing
of safety from same, the effect on the promotion of health and the general welfare, effect on
adequate light and air, the effect on the overcrowding of the land, the effect of the concentration on
population, the effect on the transportation; water, sewerage, schools, parks and other public
facilities; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council further considered among other things the character of the
district and its peculiar suitability for particular uses and with the view to conserve the value of
buildings, encourage the most appropriate use of land throughout this City; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Lewisville, Texas, does find that there is a
public necessity for the zoning change, that the public demands it, that the public interest clearly
requires the amendment, that the zoning changes do not unreasonably invade the rights of adjacent
property owners; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Lewisville, Texas, does find that the change
in zoning lessens the congestion in the streets, helps secure safety from fire, panic and other
dangers; promotes health and the general welfare; provides adequate light and air; prevents the
overcrowding of land; avoids undue concentration of population; facilitates the adequate
provisions of transportation, water, sewerage, schools, parks and other public requirements; and,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Lewisville, Texas, has determined that there
is a necessity and need for this change in zoning and has also found and determined that there has
been a change in the conditions of the property surrounding and in close proximity to the property

requested for a change since this property was originally classified and, therefore, feels that a

change in zoning classification for the particular piece of property is needed, is called for, and is in
the best interest of the public at large, the citizens of the City of Lewisville, Texas, and helps
promote the general health, safety, and welfare of this community;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF LEWISVILLE, TEXAS, THAT:

SECTION 1. The Zoning Ordinance of the City of Lewisville, Texas, be, and the same is
hereby amended and changed in that the use of the property described in the attached Exhibit "A"
is hereby changed to LIGHT INDUSTRIAL (LI) DISTRICT ZONING.

SECTION 2. The City Manager is hereby directed to correct the official zoning map of
the City of Lewisville, Texas, to reflect the herein change in zoning.

SECTION 3. That in all other respects the use of the tract or tracts of land hereinabove
described shall be subject to all the applicable regulations contained in said City of Lewisville
Zoning Ordinance and all other applicable and pertinent ordinances of the City of Lewisville,
Texas.

SECTION 4. That the zoning regulations and districts as herein established have been
made in accordance with the comprehensive plan for the purpose of promoting health, safety, and
the general welfare of the community. They have been designed with respect to both present
conditions and the conditions reasonably anticipated to exist in the foreseeable future, to lessen
congestion in the streets; to secure safety from fire, panic, flood and other dangers; provide
adequate light and air; to prevent overcrowding of land, to avoid undue concentration of

population; facilitate the adequate provisions of transportation, water, sewage, parks and other
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public requirements, and to make adequate provisions for the normal business, commercial needs
and development of the community. They have been made with reasonable consideration, among
other things of the character of the district, and its peculiar suitability for the particular uses and
with a view of conserving the value of buildings and encouraging the most appropriate use of land
throughout the community.

SECTION 5. This Ordinance shall be cumulative of all other ordinances of the City of
Lewisville, Texas, affecting zoning and shall not repeal any of the provisions of said ordinances,
except in those instances where provisions of those ordinances which are in direct conflict with the
provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 6. That the terms and provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be
severable and that if the validity of the zoning affecting any portion of the tract or tracts of land
described in the attached Exhibit "A" shall be declared to be invalid, the same shall not affect the
validity of the zoning of the balance of the tract or tracts of land described herein.

SECTION 7. Any person, firm or corporation who violates any provision of this
Ordinance shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof in the Municipal
Court, shall be subject to a fine of not more than $2,000.00 for each offense, and each and every
day such offense is continued shall constitute a new and separate offense.

SECTION 8. The fact that the present Zoning Ordinance and regulations of the City of
Lewisville, Texas, are inadequate to properly safeguard the health, safety, peace and general
welfare of the inhabitants of the City of Lewisville, Texas, creates an emergency for the immediate

preservation of the public business, property, health, safety and general welfare of the public which
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requires that this Ordinance shall become effective from and after the date of its final passage, and
it is accordingly so ordained.
