Mr. Jackson called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m. Six (6) of the seven (7)
Commiftee members were present, constituting a quorum.

Minutes from the April 29, 2008 meeting were approved by a vote of 6-0.

Newly appointed Committee members Denise Jeffery and Janice Magrini were
introduced. Mr. Jackson then introduced Lewisville Police Chief Kerbow who
attended the meeting to express his support of the proposed ordinance to
prohibit transporting unrestrained animals in the open bed of a vehicle, and to
discuss the police department’s involvement and potential limitations to
enforcing the ordinance if enacted. Chief Kerbow stated that police officers
would enforce the ordinance, however, realistically the ordinance may not get
enforced all the time; this is no different than any other ordinance, particularly if
an officer is already engaged in another activity or a call of higher priority
eXIsts.

Mr. Jackson briefly reviewed the proposed ordinance regarding the prohibition of
roadside animal sales. Mr. Jackson stated that he had been informed that there
was a lot of expressed support from the community for the ordinance. He also
inquired if Committee member Nick Rudolph would be present at the Council
meeting for this ordinance, so he could be prepared to present factual information
regarding “puppy mills” and their connection to roadside sales, which is a
contention of animal welfare advocates.
