COVID-19 disrupts plans associated with annexation process

The City’s activities the past few months as well as the financial
downturn associated with the COVID-19 disease outbreak are leading to a
change in plans associated with the annexation of Castle Hills.

Originally proposed to occur in Summer 2021, the annexation is now
being targeted for December 2021.

One major concern related to financial revenue loss is whether future
property values support assumption of Castle Hills debt, which is $142.9
million, without causing a property tax rate increase to the City of Lewisville.

The Denton County Appraisal District also issued a new ruling that
states Castle Hills’ Taxable Assessed Value (TAV) cannot be added to
the City of Lewisville’s tax rolls until January 1 of the year following
annexation. Based on this ruling, a 2021 annexation would mean that the
Denton County Fresh Water Supply Districts would still set the tax rates
for the Fiscal Year 2021-22. In turn, that would mean the calculation of the
City of Lewisville tax rate would not include Castle Hills’ TAV until the
Fiscal Year 2022-23 budget.

Moving from July 2021 to December 2021 annexation date will provide
more time to understand the impact of the economic downturn on Castle
Hills property values and ensure each Water District sets the appropriate
tax rate for Fiscal Year 2021-22 to cover debt, operation, and maintenance
costs.

During the Lewisville City Council Retreat in February, City Manager
Donna Barron was authorized to appoint a Castle Hills Annexation
Advisory Committee, and to hire a third-party facilitator to work with the
Advisory Committee on various issues. With input from the Denton County
Fresh Water Supply District 1-A General Manager, as well as from her own
meetings with various board members and Castle Hills residents, Barron
has selected members for that committee. It will be made up of members
from the water district boards, one at-large Castle Hills resident, and three
Castle Hills residents who serve on City of Lewisville boards or have
participated in the Citizens University program.

Barron and the Denton County Fresh Water Supply District 1-A General
Manager also have jointly contracted with Karen Walz to function as
committee facilitator. Walz has been instrumental in helping the City create
the Lewisville 2025 vision plan, and is currently helping with the extension
of that plan to 2035.

LPD enhanced patrols
May 2020

The City of Lewisville and the Denton County
= Fresh Water Supply District 1-A have an agreement to
expand Lewisville Police Department services in Castle Hills.
Each month, we will update those enhanced patrols.
During May, LPD worked 496 hours in Castle Hills, responding to
361 calls for service. Officers made 41 traffic stops, which resulted in
4 citations. April’s average response time to Castle Hills was 6.50
minutes. Citywide response times averaged 4.61 minutes.
The highest number of service calls (58) was for Close Patrols. Close
Patrols are requested by a homeowner during periods of absences.
